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H-Productions (H-Prod), a Swedish label formerly known as Hybrid Productions Sound Architectures, is Cari Lekebusch’s brainchild and first burst onto the electronic music scene almost two decades ago.  As the founder, Cari had envisioned the label acting as a platform for many of his productions as well as an outlet to feature other like-minded artists. Before long additional labels were launched under the H-Prod umbrella including Kaun Trax, Djupt, Audio Mekanixc, KGB, Trainspotters Nightmare, Audio Pollution and Grundtakt. Once described by the label-head as ‘anything but ordinary’, H-Prod has continued to release a steady stream of quality productions to the present day, helping to inspire a generation of producers.  

The company was established in 1986 and at the time represented chiefly hip hop and electro inspired beats, distributed primarily via analogue cassettes. Then in the early nineties Cari worked alongside Glenn Wilson and Planet Rhythm Records in Stockholm to produce the first vinyl releases for the label, which at the time was known as Hybrid Sound Architectures and ultimately changed names for legal reasons. The Output series featured some of Cari’s preliminary work in 1994 and many H-Prod releases soon appeared in the crates of influential techno DJs worldwide, including the EPs ‘Drum and Noise Style’, ‘For Those Who Know’ and ‘In Stockholm We Dwell’, to name a select few.  This period coincided with the rise of what became aptly known to many as ‘Swedish techno’, as other compatriots such as Adam Beyer, Jesper Dahlback, Alexi Delano and Joel Mull also began to make their mark globally.  
H-Prod has cultivated an enviable reputation throughout the industry for its diverse, cutting edge material and over the years it has borne releases from many artists in addition to Cari including: Danijel Alpha, Adam Beyer, Alexi Delano, Jean-Louis Huhta, Joel Mull, Abi Bah, Robert Leiner, Jesper Dahlbäck (a.k.a Lenk), Gene Hunt, DJ Skull, Akilah Bryant, DJ Naughty, David Roiseux, Aaron Phiri, 0-1-11, YIM, Jori Hulkkonen, Freddie Fresh, Abstract Soul, Ellery Cowles, D-Chi, G-Tech, Lion Dub, GraGee, DJ Hyperactive and Mighty Thor.  

As many other established record labels have done throughout the technological shift of this past decade, H-Prod releases are essentially only distributed digitally as mp3s these days, a transition which occurred for the label several years ago. Releases both past and present can be purchased through the usual channels such as Beatport and iTunes, along with the label’s website: www.lekebuschmusik.se. 

With the label’s future firmly in Cari’s hands, he has recently alluded to a subtle shift with forthcoming H-Prod releases; a more mixed-up collection of beats which marks a return in part to the earlier days of the label. Given that this sound architect continues to get his studio inspiration from a plethora of sources old and new alike, one could easily presume that the best days of the label are yet to come.
